	Chairmans Report 

On behalf of the Parish Council, I Would like to congratulate those who organised the Jubilee Celebrations and to all those who joined in. It was deemed to be a great success.
I would also like to find and thank the persons who have made an amazing job of cleaning up and painting the old bus shelter opposite St Aubyn’s estate. It looks so good you are a credit to the community. 

On the afternoon of the 19th May I attended the Penwith Integrated Care Forum.

Concerns over the Ear Wax removal services that have historically been provided in GP practices is still on the agenda for the group, and concerns prevail over some places charging for this service and the impact it will have on individuals. However, NHS funding is still an issue on this. 

The group have also asked for information on which OPD clinics are currently being run at WCH as they seem to be run down at present. Clearance on funding for WCH is still awaited.

In the evening I attended the Penwith Network Panel where numerous issues were discussed along with the highways projects. 

The Parish council have been asked to support the village hall in having the white lines put into the hall car park. Can I have agreement on that as it does need doing.

Highways Issues remain a concern of residents

Speed monitoring. if residents are interested in setting up a speed watch group, then could they please give their names in to Gail our Perish Clerk. We did ask for this information over two years ago but had no response from residents.

I understand that a child in the village stood in the road and later laid down on it. In an attempt to slow traffic down. Any actions like this are extremely foolhardy and could result in serious injury and should not be undertaken. A speed watch is much more effective. 

The Police Liaison meeting was held on the evening of 21st June. 

The police are concerned with vehicles parking on pavements and obstructing them. It demonstrates a lack of consideration for those who have a visual or physical impairment, those with Prams, mobility scooters etc. if this is happening in your street let Gail have details so that we can collate the information and pass it on. A reminder that there is a fine for this traffic offence. 

Vehicles with out-of-date tax/MOTs/no insurance/SORN / that are still being used on the roads are also being targeted.

The traffic enforcement team are visiting the lay-bys off the A394 as vehicles parked there are exceeding the restrictions on 6 hrs stay with no return in 12 hours, not to mention some lacking the necessary legal requirements to be on the road! 

Other issues were about Police presence in the rural areas. There was a very good presentation from the Rural policing team. 

The village traffic management plan. WE are still waiting for the amended design to go out to the public consultation. a reminder to the residents that it needs support from them as it’s a once only opportunity. I have also asked for an update on the walkway between Goldsithney and Marazion.

There remain a number of outstanding planning enforcement cases which we continue to communicate with the officers about and we will be dealing with them.

This coming Wed as the Vice Chairman of the Community Network, along with Cllr Brian Clemens the Chairman, we will be attending the teams meeting to discuss the proposed changes to the Community Network Panels.
