	20 Minute public speaking period 
Mr Osborne spoke in relation to PA22//07863. They were moving the gateway further down the plot he had incorporated part of his neighbours land to widen the gateway and splay onto the main road. Widening would also assist his neighbours access The large tree on the site was staying everything will go in front of the tree pushing it forward. Cornwall Highways had now endorsed the plans.  
Mr Halls spoke in relation to PA22/07222. Mr Halls agrees to the principle that there will be some development on this site but as the neighbour most affected by this application objects to the proposal to leave scale as a reserved matter for future approval. The planning history on this site over the last 3 years has demonstrated that scale is a critical planning consideration on this site, which should be agreed at the stage of outline planning. He would like to draw to the parish’s attention the comments made by the AONB in relation to this application and its new management plan and specifically that height is undefined in this application. 

Mr Tucker spoke in relation to PA22/07222. Mr Tucker stated that he was supportive of a development on this site and he was supportive of the revised original position of the dwelling in outline planning. However, he had concerns over the scale of the dwelling considering previous applications PA19/11124 & PA21/12651 particularly the overbearing impact on the Old Potato Barn. The applicant refers to previous online applications PA16/01522 and PA19/01811 submitted by the previous owners of the land, In both cases elements of scale i.e.  length and width were stipulated in the outline planning permission. Height was not stipulated. His opinion was that he thought height along with length and width should now be stipulated.  He was disappointed that in 3 years not one attempt at dialogue had been made within the tiny hamlet of Trebarvah.

	Chairmans Report

I would like to thank Cllrs and residents for acceptance and understanding that this meeting had to be rearranged at short notice due to the State funeral being held on 19th following the sad passing of Queen Elizabeth ll. RIP. The Parish accepts the proclamation given that King Charles lll is now our rightful king and we wish him well during his reign and Queen Consort Camilla. 
As I was abroad and have had numerous meetings since my return to the UK it has been difficult to get to Perranuthnoe Church to sign the Condolences book. However, on reflection I thought it fitting for Cllr John Jago as the longest serving Parish Councillor to sign it on behalf of myself and the Parish Council. This Cllr Jago has agreed to do. 

James Hardy, our long serving Community Network Officer has now left Cornwall Council and takes up his new post of Clerk to Penzance Town Council today. I would like to pay tribute to James for all the work and advice he has given to myself and the Council over many years and to offer our thanks and best wishes in his new role. 

The new officer has been appointed but will not take up post until early December meanwhile Helen Nicholson the Community link officer for Truro and the Roseland will cover our area.

The NDP remains with the External Examiner and at present there is no update from her. 

I have been in contact with Harvey at St Aubyn’s Estate re the progress on the walkway between Goldsithney and Marazion, my concern is that given the revenue shortfall at CC the money secured for the scheme may fall by the wayside. Highways have reassured me that the money is allocated for the project but we need to keep it on the radar. 

The traffic management plan for Goldsithney is being re- costed? why as there are build outs that are now removed! and an additional sum of money has already been allocated to it. It will come back to the PC prior to being put out into the public domain. 

I have asked Tara our Cornwall Councillor to monitor progress of the highways projects and to check up on the progress of DYL plan for Perranuthnoe.

The chairs and clerks of St Erth, Marazion, St Hilary and Perranuthnoe PC had a good meeting with Tara our County Cllr and following discussions a plan re meetings and communications in order to move forward was proposed and will hopefully meet the needs of all.

I attended the online Penwith Integrated Care Forum last Thursday afternoon, 

Concerns remain about the GP surgeries cutting the Ear wax removal service that has been provided in the past. Reviews on the service continue. 

There are concerns where older residents are being asked to attend RCH for early appts. Residents can ask for later appts and for a clinic closer to home. Which should be happening.
NHS England have still not given any information on the funding for the addition build at WCH, this is being pursued by RCH officers. We need to ensure that existing services and services pre Covid are not eroded and withdrawn to Truro. This will continue to be monitored.

	County Councillors Report from Cllr. Sherfield -Wong

Cllr Sherfield was in attendance at the Parish Council meeting and gave her report verbally:

Cllr Sherfield had been alerted to a lack of appointments at the doctors surgery in Marazion and requested if anyone has information on lack of health facilities in West Penwith to get in contact with her.  As she intends to speak to the Health Minister at National level to highlight the lack of health care and health services in available in Cornwall.
Cllr Sherfield had spoken to Harvey Thomas at St Aubyn’s Estate re the footpath between Marazion and Goldsithney and he said he was still in agreement with it.

Cllr Sherfield then read a statement from the Cornwall Council re the costings of the Fire & Ambulance call centre at Tolvaddon. Cuts have to be made in budgets and there was a possibility that the service could be outsourced out of County.
Cllr Sherfield would be attending the Scrutiny Committee meeting on the 6th October.

Cllr Sherfield informed the council that she had funds available from the Community Chest Fund and the parish Council would be eligible for £500-700 this would be available until the end of February.

Cllr Sherfield had recently organised and escorted the first delegation of cross-party MP’s to attend the Yalta European Strategy Conference in Ukraine. Along side the conference they had meetings with President Zelensky and other government officials, MP’s and those directly affected by the war. She felt she had learnt a lot from the visit and was well aware that the war had created a ripple effect on the cost-of-living crisis which we are all now experiencing.
