	Clerks Report 
The clerk reported that the Heart Sine defibrillator battery packs and carry cases urgently needed replacing in both defibrillators at the Crown Inn Goldsithney and the Falmouth Packet Rosudgeon.
Perranuthnoe Parish Council proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed to replace the battery packs and carry cases at both locations.
The clerk then went onto state that following inspection the four defibrillator cabinets within the parish need updating. At St Pirans Hall, the Falmouth Packet Rosudgeon, the Victoria Inn Perranuthnoe and the  one at the Crown Inn Goldsithney which is broken. The current Pyrescom 210 outdoor locked AED cabinets have had to weather the indifferent Cornish climate. The Pyrescom 210 cabinets when purchased  were reputed to be the  best cabinet on the market at the time, however they have not stood the test of time and have been deteriorating all over the County. There is a plan in place to replace them with  proven high impact polycarbonate unlocked AED cabinets.
Many town and parish councils involved in the RRMC (Ronnie Richards Memorial Charity) PAD programme have replaced theirs. Perranuthnoe parish Council  is in the RRMC Programme
The price quoted by the RRMC to replace 4 x outdoor high impact polycarbonate unlocked turn handle cabinets with low energy thermostatically controlled heating is £1,848.00.

Councillor Collins said he would take a look at the new cabinets currently in situ at Marazionc and report back it was decided the Council would make the final decision on the new  cabinets at the next parish council meeting. Clerk to get price from Gilbert & Davey Electrical contractors for taking down and installing new cabinets.

	Chairmans Report -  Cllr David Sharp 
Cllr Sharp reported that the yellow pay sign had been stolen from the carpark in Perranuthnoe. 
The council agreed to replace signage but would wait until devolvement of ownership of the car park had been completed as hopefully this was not too far away.
He had received an email from Mr Andy  Moore Chair of St  Pirans hall Management Committee regarding
1) The inaugural meeting of the steering committee ( 6 persons)  would be held at 6pm on the 18th December prior to the Parish Council. As a condition of funding the feasibility study for St Pirans Hall. Cornwall Council asked that St Pirans Hall management set up arrangements to engage with the Parish Council and local Cornwall Councillor. To do this in a focused way it was agreed to set up a steering committee to include John Martin, Cornwall Councillor, and Cllr's Chris Pascoe and Andrew Collins from Perranuthnoe Parish Council along with representatives from the Hall Management Committee. 
2) The Hall Committee met this week and are keen to undertake works to reduce spiralling electricity costs and improve user comfort. The plan is to improve the insulation of the Trevean Room, by reducing the ceiling height and by installing air source heat pumps and LED lighting in both the Trevean Room and the Perran Room. It was suggested that they enquire with the Parish Council whether there would be the potential of any funding available through Community Infrastructure Levy to combine with external funding we are bidding for to help progress this work.
Councillors Pascoe and Collins would attend the meeting on the 20th December. Allocation of Community Infrastructure Levy is on the agenda for next month’s Parish Council meeting. 

Cllr Sharp had received a letter from residents regarding  the use of land at the rear of their property on the coastal path in Perranuthnoe. They have asked Cornwall Council for assurances that the site behind their home will no longer be used as a building yard after the completion of the redevelopment of Longcliffs.
Councillors agreed that that the use of this area has gone on for a long time  and shared concerns with regard to the likelihood of future use. There is no easy answer though to developments in locations where access is extremely limited.
Whilst the Parish Council have no control over the temporary use of farmland they are consultees on any future planning applications that might want to use this site and we would strongly object to any such application.

Cllr Pascoe – Reported the state of the pavements at Walters Way in Rosudgeon on the main A394 there was so much surface water people are walking in the road. He also commented that there had been further clearance of the land at Brandy Lane Rosudgeon.
Cllr Griffiths – Wildanet had been installing cabling at Orchard Way & Springfield Road they were not the tidiest of contractors and are messy.
Cllr Linton – Would like an update on the future use of the telephone kiosk in Perranuthnoe he wanted the clerk to look into the request of  installing an emergency telephone with The Community Heartbeat Trust.
Cllr Collins – Wanted confirmation ref a Christmas Tree at Rosudgeon this year. Cllr Pascoe had spoken to the lady concerned and it was not required this year but possibly there could be one in the future.

	Projects, Issues & Updates
Carbon Neutral Position - Cllr Linton had expressed that parish council  should be engaging with the Governments  Net Zero Strategy: Build Back Greener This strategy sets out policies and proposals for decarbonising all sectors of the UK economy to meet a net zero target by 2050. Local Councils should be leading the way with two thirds aiming to be carbon neutral by 2030 and that PPC should adopt a Carbon Neutral Policy and ways of practically reducing the councils carbon footprint. Some possibilities could be the use ofHeat Pumps, Electric charging points in the carpark, Electric vehicles to cut the grass, tree planting. Electronic banking , less postage and  printing. Cllr Linton agreed to make a start on the policy for the council.
Parish Website – Councillors had now met with web designer David Forrest and were happy with his outline plans on producing a new Parish Website. 
Perranuthnoe Parish Council proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed to proceed with appointment of his company Forest Projects Ltd to design and produce the new Parish website.

Noticeboards – At the last meeting it was agreed to replace 5 noticeboards within the Parish.  Clerk to send out final styles and colour choice in order to confirm the order.
Clerk to enquire with DA Giles re price for installing 4 new noticeboards. Cllr Griffiths to fit the wall mounted one.

	Correspondence, telephone calls etc. Emails received: 
Thank you letter received from  Rev Linda Garthwaite to the Parish Council on its generosity in helping with the restoration of the quarter chimes of the St Piran & St Michael Parish Church clock  in Perranuthnoe. 
The council’s offer to match the donations made to the JustGiving fund has meant that they have been able to raise the requisite amount within just a few weeks. They are now in a position to instruct the Cumbria Clock Company to proceed with the work, which should take about 8 weeks. The church is  hopeful that early in the new year, the beautiful quarter chimes will once again ring out across the village.

Letter received from residents in Dolla Lane regarding flooding of property.  Installation of surface water drain using Community Infrastructure Levy funds. Reference Cornwall Council report reference: W232055295
Councillors were sympathetic to the problem but would not be unable to support the request to install a highway surface water drain in Dolla Lane. It was deemed a highways problem rather than a matter for the Parish Council and that CIL funds when spent should benefit the whole community.  They did feel that if the residents could  prove that excess flooding to their  property was due or in part to the development happening adjacent to your property you might have recourse through the builder.
