	Chairmans Report.
Cllr Sharp expressed that he was pleased to be the new Chair of the Parish Council and thanked Cllr Nicholas for her previous two years in the role. He was committed and would endeavour to do the best he could whilst in the position. As he had only be elected in the last hour at the Annual Parish meeting he had not prepared a Chairmans’ report. 
However he would like to state that he had been approached by concerned Parishioner’s in Perranuthnoe that the property Fair Havens on Perran Lane had recently been sold at auction and the builders would be moving onto the site very soon. There was serious concern for the trees on the boundary wall which form  a canopy over the road. 
The Chairman asked the clerk to apply for  a Tree Protection Order with Cornwall Council.

	Cornwall Councillors Report -  Cllr John Martin
Cllr. Martin commented on the following: 
The Community Area Partnership was emerging but rather confusingly. Guy Pace Community Link Officer (West)  at CC was  trying to consolidate the long winded process.
He had recently attended the Central Planning & West  Planning committee meetings where members had voted against 2 applications at the WPC. The WPC were currently looking at 3 PA’s in the Perranuthnoe Parish, two residential and one commercial.
He was still dealing with the property that had been flooded in Springfield Road – this was ongoing and he had recently been called to Banbury Close where motor bike training was illegally taking place.  
He will be attending a full Council meeting next week where there would be further discussion on a 
Devolution Deal Level 2 for Cornwall which would mean less funding being available. He wanted more decisions to be made here in Cornwall and he felt that a General election would be likely next year.

Cllr. Jago Expressed that if the carpark was doing well at Perranuthnoe should we look into renting or leasing  2 acres of land behind the existing car park.
Cllr Linton – Thanked the Parish Council for the funding for the Perran village Coronation Event which went extremely well. He welcomed Cllr. Sharp in his new position as Chaiman of the Council  and looked forward to the sub groups for Planning and Finance being formed.
Cllr. Pascoe  reported that  the skate board group were holding a meeting with the St Aubyn’s Estates this Thursday 18th May. He will update the council on the outcome.
Cllr. Sharp  - reported that he had fitted a lever on the cistern in the ladies toilets at Perranuthnoe.

The extensive consultation and research process which the Group has helped to support, has enabled the Parish to understand the key priorities and issues of concern to local communities, and to develop a Plan which charts a positive way forward for this Parish, in order to provide the homes we need, whilst conserving the places we cherish.

Confidential Matters 
At 9pm the Chairman closed Section One of the meeting and proceeded to open Section Two - Confidential Matters.
The Clerk informed the council that she  had received a 10 page 5,000word  email from Mrs S Firth on the 9th May requesting  another internal FOI review. Which comprised of two elements: 
1. Additional requests for information relating to her request of 2nd April 2022, the subsequent decision by ICO on 28th February 2023, and the Parish Councils response to her on 31st March 2023
2. Requests for new information (pages 5 to 8 of the email).
The Parish Council raised concerns over the time and resources which they have so far invested in reviewing and responding to the numerous, detailed and overlapping FOI and other requests from Mrs Firth over the last three years. Concerns were raised that this is placing an undue time and resource burden on the Council. It was decided that the clerk would seek advice from Simon Mansell at Cornwall Council, CALC and ICO as to the Parish Councils legal position on this matter.
