Applicant Mr. G Spurgeon GL & TA Developments Ltd.
Perranuthnoe Parish Council welcomes any ‘affordable led’ housing schemes to meet the needs of the Parish. On a scheme of this size one would have hoped that there would have been some form of communication with the Parish Council. There has been NO  consultation with the Parish Council  to date from either the  applicant or representatives.
It was proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously that Perranuthnoe Parish Council object to PA23/09915 on the following grounds:
1. The scheme is outside of Goldsithney Development Boundary as defined in the Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan (Policy Map HTA1i) but the Parish Council recognise CLP Policy 9 could be considered, should the scheme be acceptable in suitability and design.
2. From the application design statement, it is assumed the ‘affordable’ properties are purchase only with no rent or housing association owned options.

3. Design as presented has an entrance onto South Road with minimal visibility splays. South Road is noted as busy and narrow in places. No pavement exists from the site into the village.

4. Estate schemes appear to have narrow roads and a design which could possibly have issues with larger commercial vehicles operating within the estate and turning to exit. 

5. The design with vehicle parking areas away from properties could be problematical given congestion with similar estates and the potential of parking larger works commercial vehicles.  

6. Concerns on overall viability of the estate given the ‘compact’ design, road layout and vehicle parking.

7. Water run-off and management. Currently the site is flooded with a high flow of water being discharged via a pipe into a road drain. Possibly mining works causing the flooding issue. Concerns over development of area could cause the flood water to be diverted elsewhere.  

8. Potential of overlooking within Collygree Parc

9. Damage to nature/wildlife as highlighted in the public comments.

It was proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously that Perranuthnoe Parish Council object to PA23/10117 on the following grounds. The applicants documents, including the Planning and Heritage Statement, make no reference to the Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan or Coastal Change Management Area (CCMA) policy which they should.
It is really important that the Planning Officer refers to the Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan’s Coastal Change Management Area policy (NLB2) and must be aware that Perranuthnoe has a legally adopted Coastal Change Management Area and to ensure that the proposed development aligns with the Parish’s CCMA policy.
(i) it will be safe over its planned lifetime and not have an unacceptable impact on coastal change;
(ii) the character of the coast including designations is not compromised; and
(iii). the development provides wider sustainability benefits.
In addition to this the Parish Council feel there is a surface water flood risk.
The application is misleading  it is not a rear extension but one to the side. Materials used should be in keeping with the existing property not a burnt oak wood finish and non-reflective glass should be used.
It is disappointing to see that the Coast Protection Authority in their comments on this application also have not made any reference to the fact that Perranuthnoe Parish has a Coastal Change Management Area, nor any reference to the Perranuthnoe Neighbourhood Plan and its CCMA policy

	Cornwall Councillors Report -  Cllr John Martin
Cllr Martin reported that he would be attending a budget review meeting tomorrow Cornwall Council are intending to raise the Council Tax to 4.99% a lot of members would be voting against the rise.
The Tamar Bridge toll was being proposed an increase of 12% to £3 he would be voting against it as he felt it should be free as other bridges are throughout the country.
He enquired if any councillors knew a Margarita Wallace a lady in Penzance Hospital who had a connection with the  Primrose Hill area of Goldsithney.
Flooding was  continuing at Springfield Road Goldsithney it was now affecting 6 properties. He had established that St Aubyn’s Estates were not the mineral owners/rights holders of the land. Whoever is are responsible for the water management within the shafts this was an ongoing issue. The water was coming directly from a mine shaft into the garden of No 4 the owners were very extremely depressed and were suffering because of the issues that included property values and insurers.

	Projects, Issues & Updates
Transfer of Perranuthnoe Car Park & Toilets – Perranuthnoe Car Park Transfer document signed by The Chairman &  Vice Chairman witnessed by the Responsible Financial Officer and Council members.
Carbon Zero /Environmental Policy  - Cllr Linton expressed his desire that the council should be as   Carbon neutral as possible.  He  had circulated a generic Environmental Policy Framework document developed by Cornwall Council for use by Parish Councils. The clerk explained that a Carbon Zero Policy (a specific area) was not an Environmental Policy which is a completely different thing and covers a much wider area and will have more components. A Parish Environmental Policy should make reference to relevant NP policies and assessments. The two policy documents align well with each other, but it would be good to highlight how they can be mutually supportive. 
A discussion followed on where do we start, what is the parish Councils impact, are there steps that we can take, does it apply to the parish council as we do not own any property could we influence our suppliers. Some Councillors felt that a full environmental policy did not relate to a small parish. As there would be cost and legal implications also it would be committing the council to the adoption of an energy plan which the council might not be able to deliver. 
It was decided to focus on carbon neutral practices and this can be work in progress. A good place to start would be when the devolution of the toilet block and carpark becomes the property of Perranuthnoe Parish Council. Cllr Collins proposed that Cllr Linton to investigate costs for solar panels, energy, water  and sustainable practices for implementation at the toilet block and car park. Cllr Linton to research and report back to members.

Replacement Goal Nets -  Cllr Collins read out costs of the replacements nets from Cllr Griffiths in his absence the cost was £520 +£30 delivery. It was proposed seconded and agreed unanimously that the clerk proceed and order the replacement nets, brackets and pegs for the St Pirans playing field. Cornwall Cllr Martin offered to fund this amount from his Community Chest budget which would be available from April 1st 2024.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Martin for his donation.

Four new defibrillator cabinets were now in situ in the parish. it was discussed to have a map on the parish council new website  to locate them. Cllr Nicholas thought solar panel defibrillators would be an asset for Perran Downs and St Aubyn’s Estate.
