	Clerks Report 
The Clerk had received a quote from DA Giles for the installation of 4 free standing new parish noticeboards. The majority of Cllrs thought that this was excessive and asked the Clerk to see if there were any other companies from which to obtain a quote. 

The clerk needed approval from the council to authorise interim insurance cover to include the car park and toilet block at Perranuthnoe. This was through Clear Insurance Management Ltd  (the Councils Insurers). The cost would be £80.76 It was resolved that the Council proceed with the payment. 
It was also noted that the clerk should contact James Hardy in Penzance to see if there were any other issues that might be required prior to the handover of ownership of the toilets and carpark.

	Chairmans Report -  Cllr David Sharp 
Cllr Sharp informed the council that he along with Cllrs Collins and Linton had undertaken a site meeting at the Car Park in Perranuthnoe. The state of the toilets at Perranuthnoe needed addressing. There were weeds, paint peeling off the walls, one sign had gone missing presumably stolen and planting was required. He felt new signage was crucial as soon as the Council became legal owners.
He had been approached by a business in the village who would like to advertise on the external wall of the toilet block. 
Cllrs decided to defer any decision on business advertising until they owned the property. 
The Telephone Box in Perranuthnoe had been restored but needed a purpose a discussion followed with some councillors stating that they thought it was to be a swap shop for buckets, spades and any beach related properties. To enable this the kiosk would need to be moved to the carpark. Cllrs decided to defer any decision on moving the kiosk until they owned the property. 
Cllr Sharp had spoken to a of the family who owned the ground for the siting of the proposed bus shelter in Perranuthnoe hopefully they should reach a decision within two weeks and come back to him.

	Cornwall Councillors Report -  Cllr John Martin
Cllr Martin informed the council that leaflets regarding the new fortnightly waste collections should have been delivered through everyone’s door, but it seems that possibly 50% had actually been delivered. The new system would be Stage 3 in the County roll out and would start in July 2024. The message was not to buy produce that requires waste.  Cllr Linton asked what do you do if your current recycling bins are already full. The new system was devised 3 years ago and has proven to be a success further afield in the country.
He was concerned about the incident in Goldsithney where an elderly resident had been burgled while asleep during the street lights switch off period. There was a  police liaison meeting on Thursday where he would be bringing it up. He was not happy that it seemed to be a County wide decision to black out  everything rather than consult or discuss. There seemed to be a nationwide attempt to save power he had learnt that in Gloucester they have adopted sensors in certain areas.
Traffic calming measures for the A394 there would be 10 set between Penzance and Helston.
He was sitting on the Economic Growth and Scrutiny committee he reported that at Newquay Airport they would soon be in a position to announce the official partners to the airport which hopefully would provide a more viable future  with bus partners, commercial partners and the Space Hub.

	Cllrs Reports:
Cllr Brede – had received  several letters and showed them to the council from concerned Goldsithney residents regarding flooding  issues in Fore Street/Westend area of the village. Residents state there is insufficient drainage around the lane /drive from Carwithan Farm and feel that a bigger drain should be positioned where the worst of the runoff from the lane occurs. They also feel there is insufficient drainage from the Marazion roundabout into the village. Cllrs shared their concerns and acknowledged the excessive amount of rain fall in the past month would have made the situation far worse. Cllrs agreed to raise it with St Aubyn Estates and Cornwall Council.
Cllr Trevena – stated that the stepper had been damaged in the Green Gym in St Pirans Field. The gully is now full of water at the bottom of St Aubyn Estate in Goldsithney and since St Aubyn Estates removed the trees in this area there is no barrier to this hazard. Clerk to report to Manager at St Aubyn’s Estate  
Cllr Linton –   Has inspected the lane that runs up to the Cemetery and he feels the surface does not need attention. Cllr Jago stated that the lane is owned by 3 different parties of which the Parish Council is one. Cllr Linton reported that there was a sign in the Church yard that which states that Cornwall Council own it.  Cllr Linton has started to research local and national companies for sustainable options for power and water usage at the toilet block in the carpark at Perranuthnoe. He would report his findings to the council in due course. 
Cllr Griffiths – Had visited the elderly gentlemen in Trevelyan Way that had been burgled to see how he was getting on. To date he has received nothing back from the police. Cllr Griffiths stated that he had lived in the area for 40 years and to his knowledge there has never been a break in to a property before  this one happened, during the night and 3 weeks after the street lights had been turned off at night. He commented on a) whether the street lights could be replaced with LED lights and b) how much money are Cornwall Council  actually saving by having the street lights off for 5 hours.
Cllr Nicholas – Noted that there was a white caravan permanently parked in the lay be on the A394 – Clerk to report to Highways 
There are caravans in the derelict  properties on the A394 next to Courtlands with what appears to have  a grass balcony on them. – Clerk stated this is an ongoing Enforcement issue all  councillors agreed that it was taking far too long. 
Cllr Nicholas would like new waste bins in the parish the one at the top of Bampfylde Way is rotting. Biffa could be used to supply new ones. 
Cllr Nicholas would be contacting St Aubyn’s Estate via email following Harvey Thomas departure as CEO to follow up on the projects she started when she was Cornwall Councillor that still need to happen.
It had been brought to her attention that there was a drug problem in the village and that a car had been seen pulling up regularly outside the bus shelter at St Pirans Hall. 
Cllr Pascoe reiterated this point by saying he thought there was a massive drugs problem in the area.  
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03/24/14
	Projects, Issues & Updates
Mr Andy Moore joined the meeting at 8pm 
Transfer of Perranuthnoe Car Park & Toilets – The Transfer document had been signed by the Council all terms had been agreed and the Council were waiting on completion and exchange through the Parish’s Solicitor which should happen within the next 7-10 days.
Replacement Goal Nets, brackets & posts  -   This is ongoing Cllr Collins & Cllr Griffiths will be installing they are waiting on all components to arrive. 
St Pirans Hall – Andy Moore Trustee of the St Pirans Hall Management Committee addressed the council. 
Andy Moore said he was grateful for the opportunity to attend and speak to the council, on a report that had been presented to the St Pirans Hall Management Committee at their recent AGM. The report detailed the findings of a survey commissioned by the management committee into the present condition and life span of St Pians Hall the village hall in Goldsithney. He wanted to inform councillors about the action and progress required moving forward which would involve the village hall and Parish Council working together. St Pirans Hall is a registered Charity. He is not the Chair but one of three trustees the other two are Cllrs. Sue Nicholas and Gareth Griffiths. The hall is run by a team of mainly pensionable age volunteers who are struggling to recruit more volunteers. Currently the revenue the hall makes covers the day to day running of the building and there are over 30/35 different activities taking place at the hall each week. However maintenance and energy costs are soaring and place a drain on the Halls finances..
There are long term issues with the fabric of the building, its concrete construction, energy supply and 
insufficient parking. Therefore they would like to commence a long term project to replace the hall with a new one within a time span of 10-15 years without this happening by 2040 the hall would cease to be in existence. The Hall Management committee has neither the energy or capacity to run the day to day business of the hall and manage the new project so would ask that the Parish Council develop and take the lead on it.
The cost of a new build would be  in the region of £1.5 Million. To start the process they would like the Parish Council  to apply to the Community Capacity Fund (Cornwall Council ) for a grant to cover a feasibility study for a new hall.
The Halls management committee understand that there would be challenges ahead and would work closely to support the council. There is an urgent need to plan for the future by the 2030 when the current Neighbourhood plan ends there would be new developments and demand is growing within the parish the hall is a valuable asset the social well-being benefits are immense to the local community. 

A debate  then followed with Mr Moore & councillor’s which covered: 
· Other models that work well in Cornwall - Carnon Downs and Rosudgeon village Halls 
· Public Consultation required
· Construction costs have risen by 35% in the last 2 years
· The PC could own the new hall
· The new Hall and parking area would reduce the size of the playing field.
· Electric charging points should be included in any new development 
· Cornwall Cllr Martin is already working with CIC’s in Helston on a similar project
· Conflict of Interests for Councillors who are trustees.
Outcome from the debate:
· The hall is currently safe in its present structure and well maintained. The Perran room had recently been made more cost efficient.
· The hall would continue to run in its present form for at least another 10 /15years and while the new one is being built
· There is a constant battle with energy costs and the hall are looking to install solar panels to help cut energy costs and to be more energy efficient. 
· The clerk could liaise with Mr Moore re the Cornwall Council Community Capacity Fund
· Without a Strategy nothing will be achieved
Mr Moore left the meeting.
It was proposed that the ear marked reserve of £17,000 already assigned to the Hall for improvements be released and up to £20,00 be given to the St Pirans Hall to be used on implementing solar panels at the hall to help ease the burden of running costs.

It was proposed, seconded and agreed by 4 votes with 1 abstention. 

Cllrs Nicholas and Griffiths did not vote because of conflict of interests.
