The Clerk had received the invitation to renew Perranuthnoe Parish Councils  Annual Insurance Policy .
Policy Renewal terms provided via Clear Councils (formerly BHIB Councils) The Premium is £1,382.20 it was a comprehensive policy and she recommended renewal. 
It was Proposed seconded and unanimously agreed to renew the Insurance policy with Clear Insurance Management Ltd.
The clerk reported an increase of 15% in cleaning costs for Perranuthnoe Toilets.
The Clerk had received a second quote for installing the Parishes new Noticeboards from  South West Sign Fitters Ltd the quote was considerably less than the one from DA Giles. It was resolved to proceed with the quote from South West Sign Fitters

	Chairmans Report -  Cllr David Sharp 
Cllr Sharp informed the council that he along with Cllrs Nicholas and Cornwall Cllr Martin had attended the Community Area Partnership Meeting on the 17th April. The new bin / waste service was to begin in Penwith in July. Food waste bins would need compostable waste liners and these would be supplied initially with the bins. Cornwall Council were insistent he says that this new system was working well in other parts of the country. As a County Cornwall has a poor recycling record.
He was alarmed to learn that there were only 5 Police Officers on the beat in West Penwith 
2 in Penzance 2 in Hayle and 1 in St Ives, and he was concerned as there had recently been damage caused by vandals to the play area in Goldsithney. There was CCTV at the Hall but  he felt that more people should be able to access it as there was limited facility to view at the moment.
He was very keen to get the 20mph rolled out in Perranuthnoe and hoped that Cornwall Council would deliver on  the Spring timeline they had set.

	Cllr Martin informed the meeting that he had been approached by two developers to put solar panels on agricultural land. The debate currently at CC was do they prioritise food production or the environment. It had been voted at the full Cornwall Council  meeting for two officers to confirm the balance between the two and to look at a policy to follow within the County as the National Policy does not relate to Cornwall. On this issue he felt he would be lobbied by farmers to protect food production.
He had been invited along with Derek Thomas to support the need for a mobile post office service in  Marazion he had signed a petition to support this there were 2,700 signatures on it. Porthleven were now getting one and he said Marazion were now top of the list but the Post Office did not seem so keen as there were already two post offices within their specified distance at Long Rock and Goldsithney.
Cllr Martin had reservations about the efficiency of the Community Area Partnership as they met 6 times a year for two hours to address all our concerns and he felt it does not have the clout it should have. Guy Pace the Community Link Officer for West Penwith is excellent and works tirelessly but its too big an area it needs to be reconstructed it needs 4/5 officers to manage the area not 2.

	Cllrs Reports:
Cllr Brede – Informed members that the BBC would be visiting the Post Office in Goldsithney on 1st May as a follow up documentary as they had previously interviewed her.
Cllr Linton –   informed members he was still getting asked about the carparking situation in Perranuthnoe. 
Cllr Griffiths – Had been asked by a parishioner to thank the Parish Council for not increasing the Precept this year.
Cllr Nicholas – Reported illegal parking outside Eastleigh in Goldsithney.  There were trees being taken down in Trevelyan Plantation. Bonfires were a big issue in Perran Downs as they are  being lit in Nanturras with no regard for local residents. She would like a by law introduced by the Parish banning them from being lit this was within our remit. Cllr Nicholas also had concerns with the Community Area partnership as they were being asked to look at grants and make decisions when Cornwall Council ultimately make the decisions. There were originally 19 officers for the community network areas  this number had now fallen to 9.

	Projects/issues update
Car Park Perranuthnoe –  New signage was required in the Parish Council name. It was proposed seconded and agreed unanimously to purchase new signs for the carpark cost £250.00. 
Photo shoot with Cornwall Councillor John Martin and Guy Pace Community Link Officer for West Penwith to take place on the 02/05/24 1pm at Perranuthnoe. All councillors that can make it to attend for handover of the Car Park & toilet block  from Cornwall Council.
A recommendation from Cllr Linton on installing solar panels at the toilet block in Perranuthnoe had been circulated prior to the meeting. A discussion then followed on whether the council should install them at a cost of £8,000. The energy generated would more than cover the usage required for the toilet block and the remainder would be exported to an energy company. The aim was not an economic one but would allow us to offset against other Parish Council activities. Not all councillors thought that this was right way to spend council money as it would take 12 years to recoup the money and the primary reason for installing them was to reduce CO2 the project had a large financial hit ‘up front’ with a very small return. 
It was proposed, seconded and agreed by 6 votes to 4 against to purchase solar panels for the roof of the toilet block.
A water capture system was also looked at but  would cost £8k-£10k with a CO2 saving of approx. 20Kg pa and would require maintenance. This was a small CO2 reduction return on investment and one the council would not pursue 
St Pirans Hall – Update Community Capacity Fund application. Currently waiting on quotes for the bid to progress
Telephone Kiosk Queensway – After inspecting the kiosk  Cllr Trevena advised members that the kiosk was in a run-down condition.  It was decided not to adopt the phone box at Queensway in Goldsithney. 
PPC New Website Development -  Cllrs  were presented with the creative concept of the new Parish Council website.  Following modification on a few points It was proposed seconded and agreed unanimously to  proceed to the next stage the web designer to  begin the actual site build stage.
